Creative writing is considered as one of the active
teaching methods, which facilitates the develop-
ment of the communicative competence. The
potential of the method is analyzed in the context
of teaching non-linguistic students. Based on
the analysis of recent scientific researches, the
advantages of the method are highlighted. The
paper presents the results of experimental imple-
mentation aimed to test the effectiveness of the
method in a real teaching process. Additionally,
students’ attitude of the method is considered
as an important factor for improving learning
outcomes. In conclusion, the author outlines the
vectors of further investigations.
