The paper presents analyzed foreign experi-
ence of mentoring of children in difficult circum-
stances. The expediency, forms and methods of
involving student youth in mentoring are deter-
mined. Author investigates specific practice of
mentoring in foreign counters. The features of
mentoring in foreign countries, in particular in
African countries such as Northern Nigeria and
Rwanda, have been identified. Determines the
duties of the mentor in these countries such like
representing and protecting the interests of the
child (advocacy), assistance in meeting the basic
needs of the child, mentor should be assigned
to each child upon their arrival at internally dis-
placed persons (IDP) camps and child-mentor
relationship should be a continuous throughout
the period that the child will be staying at the
IDP camp. It's a main difference of practice of
mentoring in other countries. The author inves-
tigated the main aspects of mentoring of child
in IDP camps in northern Nigeria. The program
of Rwanda “Community Support and Mentoring
for Orphans and Vulnerable Children” and “The
National Plan for Action of Orphans and Vulner-
able Children (OVC) were analyzed. A feature of
mentoring in Rwanda is the organization of sup-
port of mentors by the community, NGOs and
the government. The paper presents a practice
of involving student youth in mentoring in USA.
Characterized the content of project “College
Mentors for Kids” (USA) involving student youth
in mentoring. In this project involve more than 30
universities in USA. Defined the involve ways for
student's youth to mentoring like a mentor for
primary school children. The main tasks of the
student youth in the “College Mentors for Kids”
project are described.
