The article deals with one of the most essential
problems of training for future specialists, namely,
the use of Smart-technologies in the institutions
of higher education.

The authors emphasize that the main
task for Smart-technologies is to create condi-
tions for the intellectual and creative potential of
students because Smart-technologies are inte-
grated tools for teaching students, which include
different aspects of all kinds of informational
educational technologies and help to organize
the educational process with various types of
students' activities during the class and beyond.
