The article deals with the study of the process of

educational reforms in the sphere of educational
administration in eastern Canada in 1844-1876,
on the basis of educational views and draft bills
of E. Ryerson. Educational laws of 1846, 1850
and 1871 have been investigated as well as the
evolution of the division of competencies in the
educational administration authorities on provin-
cial and local levels.
Thus, during his 32 years as Chief Educa-
tion Officer, E. Ryerson laid the foundations,
reformed and developed Ontario's school educa-
tion system into a full-fledged school education
system that specified the rights and responsibili-
ties of all participants in the educational process
and strengthened requirements for qualifications
of subjects of education management. The edu-
cation system, developed according to the draft
educational laws of E. Ryerson and adopted by
Parliament in 1846, 1850 and 1871, laid the foun-
dation for further educational laws. It significantly
centralized education management and pro-
vided for a clear gradation in the field of educa-
tion management bodies and in the accountabil-
ity schemes of subjects and objects of education
management. In accordance with a number of
adopted educational laws, a system of clear sub-
ordination was established: the main manager
of education - the district manager of education
- the school council - the teacher - the student.
Among the main provisions of the law in 1871,
it is worth noting the following: the proclama-
tion a system of free education; introduction of
compulsory education for children aged 7 to 12;
introduction inspections of school activities by
government representatives (until now, schools
were inspected only by local inspectors); estab-
lishing high standards qualification of local school
managers.
Successful activity the system of school educa-
tion any ocountries of the world considerably
depends on educational materials on that an
educational process is built. That it is stopped up
in textbooks, forms and diirects the future genera-
tion of nation, brings up her citizens.
