The article provides the main points of the meth-
odological experiment and the result of its imple-
mentation. The experiment was organized to test
the effectiveness of the developed methodology
for the formation of educational and strategic
competence of high school students. The meth-
odology was based on the exercises compiled
using content table-patterns. The methodologi-
cal experiment aimed to develop the usage of
prediction strategies, strategies of identifying the
main idea and summarizing, strategies of using
background knowledge, and fixing-up strategies
of high school students.

The article notes the necessity for developing
of educational and strategic competence in the
New Ukrainian school. The article describes the
stages of the experiment, is analyses the con-
tent and tasks of the pre- and post-experimental
sections, as well as determines the variated and
non-variated conditions of the experiment. The
article presents, in a text format, a change in the
formation of prediction strategies of high school
students, which was based on the implementa-
tion of an exercise that required guessing the
content of the text by its name. With the help of
multiple-choice exercises, the levels of usage
of other strategies, which were further under
the attention during the experiment, were also
determined. Namely, strategies of identifying the
main idea and summarizing were at the level of
83.6%, strategies of using background knowl-
edge were at the level of 92.8% and fixing-up
strategies were at the level of 80.5%. After the
implementation of the developed methodology,
which takes into account the levels of thinking
according to B. Bloom’s taxonomy, the results
of the post-experimental section show that the
strategy of identifying the main idea and sum-
marizing increased by 9%, the strategy of using
background knowledge decreased by 5% and
the fixing-up strategy increased by 5%. The arti-
cle statistically substantiate the positive changes
of the mentioned strategies and presents them in
a tabular format.

The article makes conclusions about the effec-
tiveness of the developed methodology and
further prospects for its usage in teaching high
school students with the help of authentic texts in
a foreign language.
