The article examines the prerequisites for
creating a creative learning environment in
the process of teaching English to students
of higher education institutions, which aims
at improving their critical thinking skills. The
author focuses on the role of establishing a
creative interaction model ‘teacher-student”
within the elective course “Analysis of media
discourse” as a part of the educational pro-
gram “014 — Secondary Education”. Creativ-
ity as a key component of the modern era is
characterized by the creation of new ideas,
and not only by the assimilation of informa-
tion. However, in the pedagogical field, there
is still a contradiction regarding the impor-
tance of developing students’ creativity and
at the same time supporting the reproduc-
tive style of teacher-student interaction in the
educational process of the university. Critical
thinking is considered as the ability to analyze
information from the standpoint of logic and
a person-oriented approach in order to apply
the obtained results to both standard and non-
standard situations, questions and problems.
The article presents practical guidelines for
effective ways of establishing a creative learn-
ing environment through project work, which
activates students’ creative skills, as well as
stimulates their ability to express their own
opinion. An example of the implementation
of creative tasks with the aim of improving
students’ critical thinking skills in the course
"Analysis of media discourse" was consid-
ered, the curriculum of which covered the fol-
lowing topics: Representation Techniques in
Media, Media Stereotypes, Using Visuals in
Media, Beauty and Gender in Media, Media
& Mind, Media & Money, Online Advertising,
Propaganda and Manipulation, Fake News.
Students implemented joint mini-projects,
improving cooperation and communication
skills in the group. Therefore, the practical and
pedagogical application of creative teaching
methods creates prerequisites for the devel-
opment and improvement of critical thinking
skills and provides an opportunity to test them
in the process of learning English.
