The article examines the issue of distance learning
of specialized English vocabulary by the econom-
ics students. A literature analysis revealed that this
topic has been widely discussed by numerous
Ukrainian educators. The article states that the
study of lexical topics such as Microeconomics,
Macroeconomics, Finance, International Eco-
nomics, Economic Policies, Entrepreneurship and
Business, Economic Statistics, Public Econom-
ics, Economic Theory, and Financial Markets by
economics students will enhance the competitive-
ness of Ukrainian economists when communicat-
ing abroad. The sequence of distance learning of
specialized vocabulary is highlighted following the
classical scheme: word-phrase-sentence supra-
sentential unit-text, using interactive methods
such as Flashcards, News Analysis, Reflection,
Role-Play, Quiz, Report Analysis, Research Proj-
ect, Vocabulary Journal, Discussion Forum, which
contributes to the cognitive activity improvement,
and increases students’success. The positive and
negative aspects of distance learning in general
and specialized English vocabulary in particular
are identified. It is shown that the positive charac-
teristics of distance learning include flexibility and
accessibility, expanding access to educational
resources, and interactivity through specialized
resources. It also highlights the drawbacks of dis-
tance learning, such as the absence of personal
contact, loss of motivation, and technical limita-
tions. It is noted that during the war in Ukraine,
various aspects both support (particularly its safety
compared to offline learning) and oppose it (due
to the lack of electricity and internet in the fall-
winter of 2022-23). Practical performance indica-
tors indicate the positive role of distance learning.
For example, as a result of the training, 24.8% of
students improved their knowledge from low and
satisfactory levels to good and high levels, con-
firming the effectiveness of the author’s proposed
methods of distance learning.
