The article is devoted to one of the urgent prob-
lems of forming socio-cultural life orientations of
children and youth in borderland conditions. It is
noted that in the conditions of external and internal
threats to Ukrainian statehood, active socio-cul-
tural interaction, socio-cultural spaces located at
the intersection of cultural and civilizational bound-
aries (borders) and the people who inhabit these
spaces are becoming increasingly important. The
socio-cultural space is emphasized as an area
of culture, socio-cultural norms and values, and
intensive interaction. The content of the concepts
«borderland», «life orientations» is revealed. The
category of borderland is considered in the socio-
cultural aspect. It is stated that in borderland condi-
tions there is intensive interaction of the individual
with another culture. According to the theory of
intercultural communication, in the interaction of
an individual with another culture, it is possible to
implement the main strategies for transforming
the complex of his socio-cultural qualities: accul-
turation, assimilation, separation, marginalization,
integration. The emphasis is on the multicultural-
ity of society, the coexistence on the borderland
of people of different nationalities in conditions of
a plurality of cultures and the need to understand
this society through specific life orientations that
determine the paths of its civilizational progress.
The sphere of personal values, which determine
the life orientations of an individual and are a regu-
lator of his behavior, is emphasized. It was found
that life orientations are a special way of reflect-
ing in the human consciousness those universal
human values that act as key, strategic guidelines
and goals of their life activities. It was established
that life orientations ensure the stability of youth,
certainty and consistency of their behavior with
the socio-cultural environment and contribute to
the formation of patriotic consciousness, national
identity, moral and spiritual qualities. It was noted
that planning work with children and youth should
be carried out taking into account the peculiarities
of their life orientations, the motivational structure
of attitudes and the direction of their activities, the
specifics of the border region as a crossing of dif-
ferent cultures.
