The article is devoted to the study of the
opportunities that Internet users in European
countries receive in terms of image recogni-
tion skills in the media space. As visual media
today dominate on various platforms ranging
from social networks to news media and an
entertainment industry, the way information is
obtained and shared has undergone significant
changes. The rapid growth of the possibilities
of information technologies has created prob-
lems in determining the reality and reliability of
video resources used by unscrupulous Internet
service providers.

Despite the apparent manipulativeness of the
media industry, a significant number of its partici-
pants adhere to a code of ethics that prohibits the
use of offensive or discriminatory material based
on race, ethnicity, age, gender, physical ability or
marital status. However, the media environment
is becoming more and more illustrative, and the
ability to analyze images is becoming a vital skill
for people of any age who use the Internet as a
source of information.

The study has found that universities maintain
a leading role in teaching young people visual
literacy, but it is increasingly difficult for them
to carry out these activities without the help of
outside participants due to the huge amount of
information that needs to be analyzed and veri-
fied. Therefore, the help provided by newspapers
(such as The New York Times, USA, which has
created its own educational platform), exhibition
sites (LE BAL, Paris, France), targeted Internet
platforms (InVID, France), educational non-profit
organizations and foundations (Visual Thinking
Strategies, Evens Foundation) organize free
courses for everyone who wants to improve their
visual literacy skills, considering this activity use-
ful for society. It is obvious that the deep influence
of images on modern culture causes a rethinking
of the concept of education and the emergence
of a sense of responsibility for the future of the
country.
