The article is devoted to the study of the
experience of cooperation between European
universities in the CLIP project with the aim of
creating a micro-educational course on visual
literacy. The main focus of the project authors
is to promote the development of critical visual
literacy, recognizing its fundamental role in
shaping the skills of information use by European
students and citizens in the digital age through
a micro-learning course on critical visual literacy.
The course was developed after conducting an
in-depth analysis of best practices in the field of
visual communication. Thus, valuable knowledge
was collected in a wide range of pedagogical
and technological approaches, which were
successfully applied in Europe and can be used
in other global regions.

Project partners held conversations  with
specialists in visual research and visual
communication. As a consequence of the joint
activities, project partners showed a deep
understanding of the importance of enhancing
visual literacy skills in higher education and
everyday life.

The study has found that universities, by joining
efforts and sharing responsibilities, conducted
thorough research on the issue of visual
literacy, proved their crucial role in shaping a
deep cultural transition to a new information
technology-based  society, including visual
literacy in their programs. However, research has
proven that the dissemination of this extremely
important knowledge in society also requires
the use of modern tools, such as podcasts or
publicly available free educational platforms. The
creation of such facilities became a common goal
of united European universities and non-profit
organizations, and the planning of acommon free
educational space led to the study of the latest
levers of influence on educational processes and
an in-depth study of the phenomenon of visual
literacy.
